Each Student Needs (these items will not be available for students to borrow, as we are not 
sharing supplies):

In 6th grade students will keep their supplies with them in their backpack (they do not use the inside of 
their desk) at all times, since students switch between 2 classrooms. A regular backpack works fine. A 
backpack on wheels also works - keep in mind they still have to carry it up and down the stairs.

❏ $5 to pay for a student planner; please make payment to Infinite Campus
❏ Regular pre-sharpened # 2 pencils
❏ 2 large erasers or package of pencil top erasers
❏ 1 package of 12+ colored pencils preferably Crayola brand
❏ 2-4 highlighters (any combo of yellow, pink, green, blue or orange) 
❏ 1 package of glue sticks
❏ 1 small bottle of white school glue
❏ 5-10 fine point dry erase markers - black only please
❏ Calculator - a MUST for math; basic calculator is acceptable (please label)
❏ Pencil Case - big enough to put supplies from above in; hard case recommended (please label)
❏ 5 pocket folders with brads red, yellow, green, blue, orange (do not pre-label)
❏ 1 composition book - no spiral notebooks please (do not pre-label)
❏ 1 pair of earbuds/headphones - earbuds preferred due to size and storage space (please label)

Wish list (for the classroom):
